(c) the person has been ordinarily
residentin the plebiscite area since
February 18, 2011.

Purpose of the plebiscite is to ask residents of
District 2 whether they are in favour of permitting
the sale of alcohol within the district. The
plebiscite was triggered by a proposal from a farm
winery/distillery outlet in the Port Williams area.

Voter Information Cards have been sent to eligible electors on
the preliminary list of electors. Other qualified electors may vote
at the advance or ordinary polls by presenting identification and

proof of residency.
